GANG TASK FORCE BOARD ANTI-GANG PROGRAM OVERVIEW   

 
GOAL:  Preserve Gilroy’s quality of life, safe from gang violence and intimidation and minimize 
the impact of gang activity. 
 
MISSION:  Mobilize our entire community into a unified effort to counteract the emerging gang 
problem.  Provide strategies and resources to prevent, intervene and suppress gang activity. 
 
THREE PART APPROACH:  Prevention, Intervention, Suppression. 
 
Prevention – Programs designed to eliminate the motivation for youth to join gangs or to take 
part in gang-like behavior.  May include tutoring, monitoring, counseling, recreation, job-
training, socialization, and social services. 
 
Intervention – Programs that provide direct treatment and support to at-risk youth. 
 
Suppression – Programs to directly eliminate and control the spread of gang violence through 
proactive enforcement activities.
