SUMMARY 
Included with this staff report are the following logs of Public Records Requests for the third 
quarter of calendar year 2021:

As the Commission is aware, there was a complete staffing turnover in the City Clerk’s Office in 
April 2021 and the general log of public records requests through March 31, 2021 was not 
complete at the time of the employee departures. There were two carryover items that staff 
brought forward (copy attached) and provided a status update at the August 12th meeting.  As 
discussed, the PRA received on 3/2/2021 was completed. The second outstanding PRA 
received on 12/30/2020 is currently pending. This request is quite broad and staff has attempted 
to contact the requestor several times (8/12/2021, 8/22/2021, and 9/3/2021) to determine what, 
if any, records the City maintains in response to the request.  The requestor has been 
unresponsive to the City’s multiple requests for clarification.   

Other than this one outstanding PRA, every records request has been logged and tracked for 
timely response as reflected in the third quarter report.
