During their subsequent investigation, Gilroy Police Detectives identified Jonathan Aviles as the 
second suspect responsible for the describe robberies.    Based on the investigation, the Santa 
Clara County Superior court issued an arrest warrant for Aviles, which charged him with two 
counts of robbery.  The bail listed on the warrant was $150,000. 
 
Gilroy Police Officers arrested Aviles on August 23, 2011 without incident.   Aviles was later 
booked into the Santa Clara County Main Jail.

Details 
On 08/06/2011, Gilroy Police Communications received a call of an assault victim being treated 
at Saint Louise Regional Hospital for serious, but non-life threatening, injuries.  Officers 
contacted victim #1 at the hospital and determined that he had been physically assaulted and 
injured while being robbed of personal property.  
 
A few minutes later, Gilroy Police Communications received another call of a prior armed 
robbery that occurred a few blocks away from the 1st incident – in the 7400 block of Monterey 
Road, Gilroy.  The suspects used a knife to threaten and obtain an undisclosed amount of money 
from victim #2.     
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During the investigations, officers were notified that security guards from a downtown business 
contacted a subject, later identified a Rodriguez, who was harassing customers and attempting 
to rob them near the identified crime scenes.  Rodriguez was positively identified as being an 
assailant in at least robbery, while working in concert with another suspect who has not been 
identified.   
 
Gilroy Police Detectives are actively investigative these incidents.  Anyone with information 
about this case is encouraged to contact the Detective Bolton at (408) 846-0350.
