***UPDATE*** 
PC 245-ADW Stabbing: 
On 07/16/11 at 17:41 hours Anti -Crime Team Officers arrested a suspect in connection with the  
stabbing incident that occurred in the 7100 block of Eigleberry Street as detailed below. The  
suspect was spotted loitering in Las Animas Park in the area of the handball courts and arrested  
without incident. He was identified as the suspect armed with the knife during the stabbing  
incident on 06/12/11. 

 
The knife used in the stabbing has not been located at this time.  
 
The suspect was booked into Santa Clara County Main Jail  in San Jose for PC -245 Assault with a  
Deadly Weapon with pending gang enhancements.  Anti -Crime Team is stil l investigating this case 
to identify the other involved suspects.  Anyone with information is urged to contact Gang  
Investigator Doug Remmick at (408) 846-0357.

On 06/12/11 at 02:42 hours Gilroy Police Officers responded to a reported stabbing in the 7100 
block of Eigleberry Street in Gilroy.  The preliminary investigation revealed that a fight occurred in 

the street near the intersection of E. Eighth and Monterey Street involving approximately nine 
combatants.  Two of the combatants broke away from the group and confronted victim #1, who was 
not involved in the original f ight.  Victim #1 was stabbed several times in the torso by one of the 
two suspects.  Victim #1 was taken to a bay area hospital with life threatening injuries.  
 
Both suspects involved in the stabbing, and some of the original combatants, fled S/B on Eigleberry 
Street.  Victim #2 witnessed the incident and followed the group of fleeing suspects to the area of 
E. Ninth and Eigleberry Street where he was battered by three of the fleeing juvenile suspects (two 
males and a female).  The rest of the suspects fled.  Officers arrived and arrested the three 
juveniles for battering victim #2.  The suspects involved in the stabbing are still  at large and the 
weapon has not been recovered.  The investigation is on-going.                                   

 
The stabbing suspects were described as young Hispanic males with only limited descriptions 
available.  The suspect armed with the knife was wearing a dark colored base ball cap and black 
sweatshirt.  The second suspect was wearing dark colored clothing.  
 
The Gilroy Police Department's Anti-Crime Team is investigating the incident as gang 
related.
