On 06/05/11 at 01:11 hours Gilroy Police Officers responded to a burglary in progress at the Sony 
Outlet Store in Gilroy.  Two suspects were seen by witnesses breaking into the business and 
stealing electronics.  The suspects fled on foot with some of the merchandise.  One suspect was 
apprehended a short distance away and the other got into a get-a-way car.  The car was stopped by 

Gilroy Police Officers leaving the area and the second suspect along with the driver of the car was 
arrested.    
 
Stolen property from the business was recovered from the suspects' car.  More stolen property was 
recovered near where the first suspect was arrested.  The arrests resulted in full  recovery of the 
stolen property.     
 
All three suspects were later booked into San Jose Main Jail on the listed charges.
